In conjunction with colleagues across the Health & Wellbeing team you will support and facilitate programmes and activities across Beacon’s geography, empowering people to build their independence, confidence and networks.


	Main responsibilities of the role

4. To ensure that there is a co-ordinated and consistent approach to programme development and delivery that is cost effective and efficient making best use of allocated resources.
